Dox RDS uses forms that you make yourself 
in Microsoft Word, even your existing forms, 
so you always have immediate control over 
their content and appearance. 

Dox RDS, auto-generates and prints the 
right documents for the episode, automates 
their scanning after being completed, then 
provides viewing and re-printing at any PC, 
and reports on any documents that may 
become lost in the workflow.  All of this 
setup and the documents that it manages is 
hospital controlled.
